· RDC meeting heard presentation from Southend Hospital Trust re Southend A & E. RDC voted not to accept presentation as felt not all views represented as only heard from Trust. Public consultation due December.
Attended planning training – Issues and Options for next 20 years. Parish Council Chair noted that whilst issues and options for next 20 years, phase 2 of brickworks was advanced earlier than stated.
· Rayleigh windmill closed for November.

Councillor Brandon S106 query. Clerk noted £25k MUGA for recreation ground. Parish Council Planning Committee had requested that developers add to this re current application.
Councillor Loding query re Southend hospital A & E proposals. Cllr. Hookway stated intention now to be assessed at nearest A & E. Certain things due to be lost have been retained.

Resolved that Councillor Sawyer’s proposal be approved and that the Committee members consist of the Finance Committee and Councillors Brandon and Green.

To approve a proposal by Councillor Sawyer that a working party be formed of Councillors (preferably the same members of the Finance Committee) when the they could meet the same day/evening for the annual review to be carried out and make recommendations to the Full Council as to any small amendments to the non-mandatory parts of the model code of conduct adopted in November 2016.
Resolved that Councillor Sawyer’s proposal be approved and that the Committee members consist of the Finance Committee and Councillors Brandon and Green.
11. Councillor Brandon proposes that the Council obtain quotes for the removal of the earth that has accumulated in the north eastern corner of the Parish Council Burial Ground and to flatten that area around the flood victim memorial tree.

A previous Parish Council had planted north east memorial corner with bulbs but excess soil from burials had been placed there.
     Resolved that Councillor Sawyer’s amended volunteer proposal be carried  

     with volunteers to meet Saturday 18th November to move the soil to the north  

     western corner.

Congratulations were offered to the Clerk and the internal auditor’s report noted.

13. The Chairman of the Common Consultation Committee to provide an update to Full Council.
Due to issues raised re Essex Countywide Traveller Unit, Clerk and Councillor Efde visited RDC Officer to request clarification. RDC Officer arranged for issue to be discussed at ECTU Joint Committee Meeting today, no response as yet. Councillor Efde had received information that there be an expectation that Parish Councils be asked to contribute in future. Wording of seen agreement vague with no mention of Parish Councils. Parish Council wanted sight of full document. County Councillor Steptoe had meeting with Portfolio Holder at County but noted he had not been party to today’s meeting, felt if cost to Parish should be pro-rata to reflect lower budget. Cllr. Hookway – Issues and Options considered traveller pitches. Designation reclassification led to increase in encroachment on land. Substantial cost increase to RDC due to increased number of incidents. Incidents likely to increase if law does not change to criminalise current civil law situation.
