
 GREAT WAKERING PARISH COUNCIL
Minutes of the Full Council Meeting held on Wednesday 4th October, 2017, in the Parish Council Offices, Little Wakering Hall Lane, Great Wakering, SS3 0HH, commencing at 7.30 p.m.

1.  The Chairman to declare the meeting open.

  Meeting declared open at 7.30pm.
2. To receive apologies for absence.

Councillors Wheeler - medical, Hughes/Hookway – prior apology for late arrival. County Councillor Steptoe – previous commitments.
3. To receive Declarations of Interest in accordance with the Council’s Code of Conduct and with Section 106 of the Local Government Finance Act 1992.

Declarations of interest received from Councillor Loding – allotment holder. Councillor Sawyer – Memorial Hall Secretary, Councillor Wilkins – Memorial Hall Vice-Chair.
4. To sign as a correct record the minutes of the Full Council Meeting              
held on 23rd August 2017.   
           Resolved that the minutes be accepted.
Councillor Hookway entered the Meeting at 7.35pm.
5. Financial Matters.

a. To approve Payment Schedules for August 2017. Carried.

b. To approve Receipt Schedules for August 2017. Carried.

c. To approve the Financial Statement for the 5 months to 31st August 2017. Carried. 
6. To receive the Chairman’s report.
· Committee Meeting update.
· Great Wakering Common – gate now locked.

· Unlocked gates at Star Lane to fishing lakes and construction site Taylor Wimpey notified. Previous access has enabled fly-tipping.

· Poynters Lane – two incidents of fly tipping.

· Reserved Matters Application for Land between Star Lane and Alexandra Road, South of High Street received by RDC. Documents available on RDC planning portal, none received by Clerk.
7. To receive reports from the County Councillor and the District Councillors on County and District matters.
District Councillor Hookway:
· Re development documents – agreed at pre-application meeting standard practice that Clerk would receive bundle from Taylor Wimpey. Application   

 likely to be considered at RDC November Development Committee Meeting.
      Changes to Star Lane outline application –  Taylor Wimpey reviewed  

      drainage and run-off. Run-off now not filtered into fishing lakes but 
      into new lake due to be dug. Worry re pollution of fishing lakes accepted. 
· Councillor Hughes cleaned and requested replacement road name signs as appropriate. Councillor Goodwin noted Little Wakering Road signage showed it as a no through road.

· T. Hughes arranged cleaning of war memorial through donations. Not undertaken as Parish Councillor. Strict guidelines on cleaning, cannot be sealed as removal requires aggressive chemicals. Councillor Goodwin stated War Graves Commission owns memorial, previously had to ask permission to undertake works. Queries answered re this.
· Investment Board, Review Committee Meeting – disability facility grants, RDC does not use Regulation of Investigatory Powers Act (RIPA). Member involvement in required training.

Councillor Hughes entered meeting at 8.01pm.

District Councillor Hughes:

· Answered queries re war memorial - amount collected from Parishioners £250, total cost £396. British Legion unable to contribute.
· Food bank now closed.
District Councillor Efde

· Attended Appeals, Standards and Audit Committee meetings. Planning training to be held on eastern side of District at Freight House, new point system for taxis/hire cars.
· Bin outside fish and chip shop replaced.
8. To approve the Finance/Personnel Committee’s recommendation re Clerk’s training as requested by the Clerk.

a) Cemetery Management and Compliance.

b) Preparing for General Data Protection Regulation Briefing.

Resolved that the Clerk’s request and Finance/Personnel Committee recommendation be approved.

9. To approve the Finance/Personnel Committee’s recommendation that Great Wakering Parish Council continue membership of RHALC.

Resolved that the Finance/Personnel Committee’s recommendation be approved.

10. To accept a donation to the Poppy Appeal from the Parish Council Chairman of £50 from her councillor allowance for the supply of the Parish Council poppy wreath.

Resolved that the £50 donation from the Chair’s allowance be approved.
11. Councillor Green’s proposal that any Councillor wishing to enter a proposal may do so as long as the proposal is submitted in written form to all Councillors giving, most importantly the details and reasons for the proposal at least two weeks before the next Council Meeting.

Felt some aspects good in that proposal be appropriately written and backed up by additional information and evidence. Up to proposer to submit to all Councillors if they chose. Standing orders currently state 7 clear days for submission to Proper Officer, felt two weeks unworkable. Cause problems if mandatory for all proposals. If felt information insufficient can ask Councillor to provide more. If item proposed and proposer cannot provide answers then item withdrawn until able to provide additional information. New items may require more information but few proposals met this requirement. Concern affect mandatory provision re use of Chair’s discretion to call extraordinary meeting. Felt proposal unworkable as stood.
Councillor Green withdrew proposal but Councillors agreed to be mindful of need for provision of adequate information in advance of Meeting.

12. Councillor Efde’s proposal that due to lack of response by Councillor’s to the email re Parish Wardens he would like to clarify if Councillors are prepared to act as Parish Warden’s.

Only one Councillor had responded, need to clarify those willing to be wardens for emergency support plan. Councillors agreeing to be wardens – Councillors Hughes, Loding, Efde, Sawyer, Hookway, Blunden, Flynn, Rodger, Wilkins. Unwilling Councillors Brandon, Green and Goodwin.
13. Cllr Neil Hookway proposes that the remit of the Common Committee be altered/extended to include "the Committee is given permission to communicate with outside bodies and organizations". This is so as to maximize the Committee's source of information, broaden it's evidence base and therefore, give weight to any options/recommendations provided to Full Council.
Felt this appropriate follow on as draft common consultation document has question re involving outside bodies. If suggestions made by public then amendment to remit would mean Committee could investigate whether appropriate. Queries answered re distribution of consultation document. Chair of Common Consultation Committee stated another meeting would be called. 
Resolved that the Common Committee remit be amended as stated in proposal.

14. Cllr Tina Hughes proposes that a Committee be formed in relation to the Public Toilets. This Public Toilets Committee will have a remit "to investigate information and costs; to provide options to further the Council's adopted position; and provide Full Council with a proposal". This proposal, if agreed, will form the basis of any agreement with RDC over the Public Toilets in Great Wakering.
Councillor Hughes stated some information provided by Councillor Sperring inaccurate. RDC Open Spaces Officer stated insurance would stay under RDC including vandalism.  
Resolved that a Committee be formed with the above remit and members to consist of Councillors Hughes, Hookway, Flynn, Loding, Sawyer and Blunden.

Committee to return to Full Council to take final decision.
15. At the Chairman’s discretion the exchange of relevant Council   

     information.

Councillor Loding – Footpaths 13/14 in good order. Mariners Court still awaiting road repairs. Bonfire, oil on road in Broomways complaints. 
Councillor Green – info re Taylor Wimpey emails. Chair visited RDC re lack of information available to Parishioners re reserved matters application. After visited RDC requested information be placed on social media site but information put out as Chairman of PC, has apologised and apology accepted by Clerk.

Councillor Brandon – Burial Ground - Clerk stated need to submit proposal to get earth moved. Bin – contractor no concerns. Anchor alleyway query.

Councillor Wilkins – Mercer parking. Had completed First Aid training.

Councillor Goodwin – Little Wakering Road works.
Councillor Rodger – defibrillator update – project to be undertaken outside of Council. Tone of emails.
Councillor Flynn – state of footways, parking.
Councillor Hookway – Surveying of footways and time lag to works.  Felt High Street poorer state than Little Wakering Road. Burial ground – himself, Councillor Hughes and Blunden halfway through removal of cuttings.

Councillor Hughes – Wakering Rec recycling – will be three coned bays for people getting rid of rubbish.

Public  

           consultation process – no impact on ground until 10-15 years. Parish Council  

           and District Councillors making representations re infrastructure, most fall  

           outside our power.  
C Seagers – item 11 proposal would cause additional delays. Re 13 – query re  

checks to ensure official distribution and non-copying. Clerk stated addresses    

required and validated. Highways – differential in standards between   

Highways inspectors. Infrastructure always faces delay as follows house  

building not grant of planning permission, now houses built rapidly but was not  

always case leading to empty schools, doctors etc.
