Resolved that comment be made as follows:

This property is located in Great Wakering’s conservation area and is noted in the Conservation Area Appraisal and Management Plan. Concerns were expressed re losing another building in the Conservation Area, it is felt that the heritage of the fire station should be preserved with a link to its history.

Concern re the lack of parking spaces, there is no visitor parking allowance. There is no turning area for vehicles at the rear of the property leading to the potential for vehicles having to reverse out into the busy High Street at an area where previous accidents have occurred. Felt that any development should take the opportunity to include cycle storage and an electric vehicle charging point.

b) 19/00190/FUL – 1A North Street

Concern re the loss of two existing parking spaces being reduced to one with the loss of the carport. Car size varies greatly and even if not all of the current space can be utilised part of the area can be still be used to partially contain a vehicle.
