Resolved that comment be made re the following:

Whilst noting that 16 parking spaces would be retained, concern was expressed re the lack of visitor parking available on the site.

The lack of bicycle and other storage available, including secure storage for mobility scooters.

Lack of provision for a charging point for electric vehicles.

It was felt that the existing green tiles should be retained on the frontage of the building to preserve the feel of the conservation area. It was not clear from the application if this was the case.

The bus stop should be reinstated to its previous position outside the frontage of the building once works completed as it was felt the current siting on a bend was dangerous.

Re S106 – the kerbing in front of the site needed to be heightened to allow proper embarkation/disembarkation from buses.

General comment was made that there was no clear diagram, scale plan view offering information on garden size and total layout. Felt that there was inadequate information and the poor quality of the elevation page diagrams even when viewing online was noted.
